GUY ARNOLD.
Guy Arnold has specialized in African and Third World Affairs for the last forty years and is the author of some 50 books specialising in Africa and relations between North and South. Guy has been involved with Africa’s development both as a sympathetic observer and as a professional consultant ever since he created a National Youth Service for Zambia on the eve of independence. He now lectures on international affairs and he has worked as a consultant for agencies involved in the Third World.

ROGER MARTIN.
Roger was a first-year VSO, then diplomat, serving in Asia, the UN, Middle East and Africa, before resigning in fury as a Deputy High Commissioner to become an environmentalist in Somerset. (Director of the Somerset Wildlife Trust). Over 22 years, he has been elected and appointed to numerous local, regional and national environmental NGO’s and quangos (Regional Assembly, National Park, and several Environment Agency committees, Wildlife Trust Director, Regional Chair and Trustee CPRE etc). Roger progressively realised, and began saying, that indefinite population growth, though never mentioned, dooms all their worthy efforts at achieving sustainability to long term failure. Roger became Chairman of the Optimum Population Trust in 2009.
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PROFESSOR GEOFFREY ALDERMAN.

Geoffrey Alderman studied history at Oxford, where he completed his BA and DPhil. From 1972 until 1994 he taught history and politics in the University of London, at which in 1989 he was promoted to a Personal Chair. From 1989 until 1994 he was Chairman of the Academic Council of the University of London and (1992-93) Pro Vice-Chancellor for Academic Standards. In 1994 he accepted appointment as quality supremo at Middlesex University, where he became Pro Vice-Chancellor (Quality & Standards). In 1999 he crossed the Atlantic to become Vice-President of Touro College, New York, and in 2002 he re-crossed the Atlantic to become Senior Vice-President of American InterContinental University London (2002-6). In June 2007 Geoffrey joined the University of Buckingham as Michael Gross Professor of Politics & Contemporary History. Professor Alderman is the author, co-author and editor of some 15 books, and he writes irregularly for the Guardian and the Times. At a ceremony in London on 6 March 2011 Geoffrey was named as the recipient of the Chaim Bermant Prize for Journalism 2011.

DR MALCOLM CARROLL.

Malcolm Carroll works full-time for Greenpeace and is also a Baptist minister. He has an MSc in Voluntary Sector Theory and Organisation from the London School of Economics and a PhD examining issues of organisation in voluntary groups which undertake peaceful direct action.

He was a minister at Baptist churches in Sheffield and Nottingham. He became active on environmental issues about 15 years ago when he was asked to draw up an environmental policy for the Church of England in the Midlands. Recognising the urgency of climate change and the need for drastic action, he joined his local Greenpeace group.

His first activity, as a Greenpeace volunteer, was in the mid-1990s putting up spoof road signs ‘Danger Climate Change Ahead’. He has now participated in 40 peaceful direct actions (protests) on 3 continents. He only undertakes such protest if he thinks his actions are peaceful, reasonable and proportionate. 
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
